1.  DECLARATIONS SHOULD BE MADE AT LEAST HALF AN HOUR BEFORE CLASS IS DUE TO START.  NO CHANGES TO HORSE OR RIDER WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS TIME.

2.  RIDERS MUST BE READY FOR TACK INSPECTION 15 MINUTES BEFORE DUE TO JUMP.  PLEASE PRESENT AS A TEAM.

RULES FOR TEAM SHOWJUMPING.

This competition will be run under Pony Club Show Jumping Rules 2009.

There will be two rounds of jumping.  The jumps will be raised for the second round and competitors will be timed,

Teams will jump in drawn order.  The whole team will jump in succession in both rounds.The best three scores will count for the placings.

Any rider eliminated in the first round may still jump in the second round but their score will not count.

No rider may ride more than one horse or pony in any one team or ride in more than two classes.

No horse/pony may compete more than once in each class or in more than two classes.

Any horse/pony known to kick must wear a red ribbon.

It is the responsibility of the Team Manager to ensure that their team comply with all rules.

Correct protective helmets must be worn with chin straps fastened at all times while mounted and must conform to one of the following standards:

PASO15: 1998, EN1384:1996, BS EN 1384:1997 with the BSI kitemark, 

Snell E2001 with official Snell label and number, AS/NZS 3838 1998 or AS/NZS 3838 2003 with SAI Global mark.  Hats must be tagged.

Back protectors are not compulsory but are recommended.

Age taken as of 1st January 2009.

The judge’s decision will be final.

Objections must be in writing and lodged with the Secretary.  A £10 deposit must accompany any complaint.
